Intensive French is a one-year program, usually
offered in Grade 4 or 5. It enhances the regu-
lar core French program with an intensive peri-
od of French instruction for half the school
year. Students then move to regular core,
extended core, middle or late immersion pro-
grams.

French Immersion uses French as the language
of instruction and a means of communica-
tion. Much of the regular school curriculum
is taught in French, although the amount of
instructional time in French may vary across
the country. Children learn French in the
same way that they learned their first lan-

guage, whether it was English, or another
language.

80% of instruction is in French
from grades 4 - 8, and 50% of
instruction is in French in high
school.

Parents like yourself, who learned
to speak or saw others speaking
more than one language in their
country of origin, are confident
that their children can master
many languages and pass this
confidence to their children.
Learning a second language has a
positive effect on first-language
achievement; similarly, learning a
third language has a positive effect
on first- and second-language
development. The more languages
one speaks, the easier it is to mas-
ter new ones! Students who arrive
in Canada speaking a language
that is neither French nor English
have an advantage over students
from English-only homes when
learning French. Your children are
five times more likely to complete
high school French than Canadian
born students!

MORE EDUCATIONAL
OPPORTUNITIES

Students who study both English
and French can apply for more
scholarships than students who
do not study French in school.
Many scholarships are available
only to students who are enrolled

in French programs. Bilingual students also qualify

Canadians have the right to receive govern-
ment services in the official language of their
choice: English or French. This means that
the Government of Canada must be able to
communicate in both official languages, so
employees able to work in both English and
French are greatly valued. Political candidates
with both English and French also have a dis-
tinct advantage over other candidates.
Knowing both of Canada’s official languages
